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Direct Speech - Discurso direto 

Como o próprio nome diz, o direct speech é 

utilizado para se referir a discursos diretos, ou seja, 

reproduzir fielmente o que outra pessoa falou. 

Nesse tipo de discurso, repete-se ao pé da letra o 

que foi dito. A aplicação dessa estrutura gramatical 

é bem simples, sem a necessidade de regras 

específicas.  

Algumas sugestões que devem ser usadas para a 

transformação e formação dos discursos diretos e 

indiretos: 

 

Exemplos: 

Mary said, I study every day. (simple present) 

Mary disse, estudo todo dia. 

Mary said (that) she studied every day. (simple 

past) 

Mary disse que estudava todo dia. 

Susan said (that) she had studied the day before. 

(past perfect) 

Susan disse que tinha estudado no dia anterior. 

Leo said, I have studied. (present perfect) 

Leo disse, eu tenho estudado. 

Tobby said, I will study tomorrow. (simple future) 

Tobby disse, estudarei amanhã. 

Carol said to him, study hard. (imperative) 

Carol disse a ele, estude bastante. 

Carol told him to study hard. (infinitive) 

Carol disse a ele para estudar bastante.
